This sizeable area was secured for public 
use by the Epping Forest Act of 1878.  There is an 
opportunity to mark our apprecia on in joining with 
others in the walk which has been held each year since 
the Centenary in 1978.   This year it is easier than usual to 
combine the second part of the walk with a morning church service, as the  ming 
has been amended so that the lunch stop (from 12:30 to 13:30 hrs) is at the 
Queen Elizabeth Hun ng Lodge (less than 10 minutes walk from the 212 bus 
terminus;  adjacent to the hotel and the newly-reopened Butlers Retreat).  The 
projected arrival  me at Epping (Bell Common) is 16:30 to 17:00 hours, from 
where it is less than a mile to the tube sta on.  "For those of you who may not 
have taken part before, this could be your year to give it a try!".
